
A Dude is a Dude

Springfield, VA – Two of my female students in the Physics class I recently taught just returned from a basketball tournament in Tennessee.  Although their team had enjoyed only mixed success during the regular season, they had an excellent run during the tournament and won first place in their division.  When the two girls returned to take their final exam, both were very proud and excited about winning a trophy and finally tasting sporting success.  Neither girl had ever achieved either individual, or team, honors in sports.  
Their joy has been firmly in my mind as we approach this weekend’s NCAA (National Collegiate Athletic Association) swimming championships in Atlanta.  One of the entrants from the University of Pennsylvania in the women’s division is a person currently going by the name, Lia Thomas.  Just two years ago this same person was competing on the Penn team as a male named Will Thomas.  Now Thomas is smashing women’s swimming records with regularity and is favored to not only finish first in the 500 m race, but possibly break existing records in several other freestyle events.
Thomas has the strong public backing of Penn and the entire Ivy League sports administration, along with most media groups.  In fact, she has been applauded by the transsexual community as a hero(ine) along with many other groups either sympathetic to the gay community or afraid of being labeled bigots.  The exact words of support for Thomas from the Ivy league says it all, ”The Ivy League reaffirms its unwavering commitment to providing an inclusive environment for all student-athletes while condemning transphobia and discrimination in any form.”
This Lea person stands 6’4” and has the physique of most competitive male swimmers and quite a few college football linemen.   Several of Thomas’ teammates confirm from visual sighting in the locker room that a male appendage is definitely present.  Make no mistake:  Thomas has a full male package.  The only aspect of this person’s difference from most males is a regimen of hormone therapy to suppress testosterone level which began, according to Thomas, just under three years ago.
The NCAA has waffled on guidelines for transgender participation, recently failing to adopt rules which would have made Thomas ineligible for the swimming championships this weekend.  The national organization, USA Swimming, which provides official guidelines for other American swimming competitions, adopted new rules several months ago which mandate that a transgender person wishing to compete in women’s competition “must present evidence that they have no competitive advantage to an independent panel for review and to maintain a testosterone level below 5 nanomoles per liter for 36 consecutive months” (far more below current International Olympic Committee (IOC) standards.  These rules are not being used by the NCAA.
This latest drive for “inclusion” borders on insanity.  Thomas has retained his size, his strength, and his swimming skills much as he had when he was competing (successfully) against males. His participation is a mockery of “an even playing field” with the victims being each of his female competitors who have invested days and nights of training to attempt to compete at the highest levels, only to be denied by a dude who now “feels” that he is a woman.  Every other female athlete now has to be asking, “Am I going to have to try to beat boys in my event?”
I make this statement not only as the father of two girls who participated in multiple sports, but also as a coach of female high school athletes for nearly 15 years.  My top state champion girl runners would not have been able to compete with average boy runners and would have lost most races by considerable margins.  It is simply a biological fact.  Times do not lie.
The silence of “women’s rights” groups on this topic is deafening.  For those who supposedly are fully invested in promoting “fairness” and equal opportunity for women to be either silent or, even worse, fully supportive of interlopers such as Thomas sets a new bar for hypocrisy.   They are in danger of losing all credibility.
I personally do not care what sex a person chooses to be at whatever time of life, but I do believe strongly that biological women must have the opportunity to compete in most sports against each other without males in the mix.  Chess, no problem.  E-sports, no problem. Rifle teams, no problem.   But, if the contest involves strength, or other physical skills at which males have an inherent advantage, if you are a dude, stay out!
