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Washington, D.C. –  You may recall the lyrics….

Here come old flat top
He come grooving up slowly

He got joo joo eyeball

He one holy roller

He got hair down to his knee

These opening lines lead to the last line of the first stanza of the Beatles tune, Come Together,  written by John Lennon and Paul McCartney….
Got to be a joker, he just do what he please

I have been reminded of this song in the past week after listening to our new President, Joseph Biden, proclaim the mantra of “national unity” seemingly endlessly during his inauguration speech and in the days immediately following.   Less than 24 hours after proclaiming that his goal was to unite the nation, Biden went to the Oval Office and signed a blizzard of executive orders, almost all of which countered the wishes of the 70 million Americans who cast ballots for his opponent in the recent election. 
Although “elections have consequences,” the breadth and scope of Biden’s Executive Orders is breathtaking if only because, taken together, they form a direct rebuke of nearly every policy which has been favored by those with whom he proclaims he wants to unify.  It is nothing less than standing on a pedestal and yelling to your opponents, “My way, or the highway.” To make matters worse, many of Biden’s Executive Orders will have immediate direct harm to tens of thousands (if not more) Americans who are being thrown out of work.  

One significant example is the cancellation of the Keystone XL Pipeline under construction  to transport oil from Canada to refining facilities on the Gulf Coast.  The stated reason for this action was concern about climate change based on harmful effects of burning oil.  Of course, this oil - just like oil recovered in any part of the world - will find its way to market, whether through transportation by rail or trucks, or a new Canadian pipeline to ports on the west coast of Canada.   Stopping Keystone is pure pandering to Biden’s environmental supporters and is nothing less than virtue signaling cum laude.  There is zero net improvement to the environment, and probably increased pollution due to the oil being transported via machines which themselves are burning petroleum products.  Meanwhile, thousands of American workers who were constructing the pipeline are now out of work.  The message of Biden’s new “Climate Czar,” John Kerry, (his official title is “United States Special Presidential Envoy for Climate”) to these displaced workers is that their loss of employment would be “good for them” because they will now be able to transition to “better” jobs in “clean energy.”  These words were spoken by a man who flies around the world in his own private jet, and who, after a brief stint in the military 50 years ago, has essentially been a politician ever since.  Of course, he knows what is best for these workers and their families.  Where is the national unity?
On the contentious issue of immigration, Biden did not enter into a dialogue with Congress or any other groups.  Instead, he simply issued orders to stop building the border wall with Mexico and cancelled his predecessor’s orders to make it easier to deport illegal aliens (even those who have broken other laws).  Where is the national unity?

Among the slew of other Executive Orders, Biden initiated steps to rejoin the World Health Organization which continues to bungle the investigation of the origin of the ongoing pandemic, ended the ban on travel to the U.S. from certain countries with a history of terrorism, and directed that the U.S. rejoin the Paris Climate Accord.  This latter action is the new definition of symbolism, because since withdrawing, the U.S. has been one of the world leaders in reducing carbon emissions while others in the treaty (e.g., China and India) continue to pollute at record levels.   Each of these three orders issued by Biden were a direct slap at voters who strongly supported Biden’s opponent.  Where is the national unity?
The bottom line is that Biden’s actions indicate clearly that while he says things about unifying the country, his intent is to not do things to unite the nation.

The last line of the Beatles song says it all about Mr. Biden’s “national unity”:

Come together now, over me.
(The emphasis is mine).
