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Washington, D.C. – Since the first day he came into office as President four years ago, Donald J. Trump has continuously, and intentionally, engaged in acts which have had the effect of killing any chance for the Republican Party to win a national election.  He systematically, and needlessly, antagonized various constituencies, which, when added together, comprise greater than 50% of the electorate.  
Specifically, Trump further alienated two large groups of voters who were already historically pre-disposed against the Republican Party:  gays and Blacks.  Although many of Trump’s statements and tweets were often not direct insults, they were easily manipulated by Democrats to sell the idea that Trump was against their interests.   Perhaps the most frequently cited “mis-speak” occurred when Trump failed to explicitly condemn the white nationalist rally at  Charlottesville in 2017 by saying there were “very fine people on both sides.”  Although arguments have ensued about Trump being misquoted, or his words taken out of context, there is no doubt that Trump intentionally dodged an opportunity to unequivocally condemn racism.  Any plain statement by Trump  expressing total condemnation of white nationalism would have avoided this unforced error.  Trump’s total allegiance to fundamental Christians opposing same-sex marriage ruined any chance of attracting support from a vast majority of gay voters.  
Trump’s worst failure was his inability to attract young females, especially college-educated women.   His personal life was easy for Democrats to exploit as demeaning to women.  His oft-quoted statement  “Grab them by the p****.  You can do anything,” was made prior to his election in 2016, but set the tone for Democrats to repeat ad nauseam for the next four years.  Even though he placed his daughter in a prominent policy position and had numerous women in official roles in his administration, the perception remained that Trump was a total misogynist.  This characterization became a blunt force object for his political opponents to use to galvanize women against Trump.  By mid-2020 I knew personally no college-educated woman under 45 who supported Trump.
Trump’s greatest disservice to the Republican Party was his loud, very loud, refusal to accept the results of the 2020 election.  His continuous tweets protesting Biden’s victory suggested not only a sore loser mentality, but someone delusional.  There were certainly irregularities during the election - perhaps even instances of fraud - but none were provable, and certainly the evidence was more anecdotal than substantive (as indicated by essentially every Trump suit alleging fraud being thrown out of court - often by Republican judges appointed by Trump).  The tweets, the loud insistent whining, all combined to turn off even more potential supporters for the two Republican Senate candidates in the Georgia “run-off “election resulting in the Republicans losing control of their last check on Democrats doing whatever they want in Congress for the next two years (at least).  
All of these errors had the effect of picadors setting up a final deadly thrust by Trump during his inflammatory speech to rabid supporters on January 6, the day during which Congress would certify the election results.   As if totally oblivious to the blood-lust of the assembled crowd of supporters, Trump spent an hour inflaming them into a mob determined to invade the nation’s Capitol where Congress is assembled.  Five people died in the assault and American prestige was severely damaged.  It becomes a final suicidal political act ensuring that he, nor any members of his family, will ever be elected in a national contest. 
But it was murder-suicide.  The Republican Party is seriously fractured, and will now be, by necessity, in damage control for the foreseeable future.  There are already loud calls for several top Republicans to resign.  It was a brutal, senseless political tragedy.
