Monck’s Corner, SC – Three men were murdered here recently.  Each was a late-night gas attendant.  They were abducted during two robberies the same evening.  Several days later their bodies were found in a field just north of town along U.S. 52.  They had been bound and shot to death.
The police had no substantive clues in the case.  It is widely assumed that the killers were just passing through and will never be identified.  Most of the local outrage has been directed at life in general.  There was but a brief period of community mourning for the murdered and their families.  Now everyone is simply frightened.
The take from the two robberies has been estimated to be less than $500.  Yet three men are dead because someone wanted this small sum of money badly enough to kill strangers for it.  The outrage is heightened by the obvious fact that the murders were secondary, that is, accomplished long after the robberies when the victims were harmless and helpless.

What type of person kills under these circumstances???  This question is the source of widespread fear here in Monck’s Corner.  If someone thinks so little of life as to murder another for no cause, who might be next?  When such issues of life and human dignity cannot be assumed, how far are we from moral anarchy and a breakdown of basic civil order?

Many residents here apparently think that we are close.  A large number have purchased hand guns for protection and have installed new door locks in record numbers.  One local motel now has a bullet proof window through which to conduct business after sunset.  In short, this one peaceful southern town is now running scared…and with good reason.
