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Springfield, VA – President Biden will soon deliver the annual State of the Union speech before Congress.  His presentation will probably last over an hour, and, based on previous such speeches by his predecessors, will include both domestic and international concerns.  In what has now become routine, he will introduce a few individuals sitting in the balcony area near his wife who symbolize some aspect of his speech.  Congressional members of his own party will periodically stand to cheer his words, while the loyal opposition will sit on their hands for the most part.  There will be elements of the speech involving national security and/or “apple pie” issues which will draw bi-partisan applause.  Vice President Harris and Speaker of the House, Nancy Pelosi, will sit solemnly behind the President during his speech and will periodically nod approval and/or clap their hands in support.  It is all a staged show.
This speech, however, will be watched more closely than most others, not only by Americans, but also by foreign entities due to the ongoing atrocities taking place in Ukraine as the Russians continue their brutal invasion.  How much support will Biden offer?  How far, or how little, will he promise in support of Ukraine?  How strong will his almost certain words of condemnation be?
I would like to offer what I believe should be the Ukrainian segment of this State of the Union address:

My fellow Americans,

Tonight I want to report to you that the state of our union remains strong.  But, at the same time, we are facing an external threat so serious, so dangerous, that our very existence is in peril.  Without provocation, Russia has invaded its neighbor, Ukraine, and is conducting a vicious, unwarranted attack with brutal military force, but also upon innocent civilians, including children.  The carnage grows daily.  As I speak now, miles-long columns of Russian forces are poised to unleash further devastation and death to the capital city, Kyiv, and its citizens.  The Russian onslaught is reminiscent of the worst excesses and horror of World War II and must be immediately condemned by all peace-loving nations.  Furthermore, European nations must understand that this Russian aggression, if successful, will not be limited to Ukraine.  History has demonstrated that the appetite of a despot is not easily satisfied, and will, if successful in Ukraine, soon be threatening all other states within its military reach.   The Russian aggression must be met with absolute condemnation and resistance.  Our resolve must be to exact a price so enormous that Russia’s suffering will expose the insanity of this invasion in an immediate, and absolutely clear, manner to those who have orchestrated and supported these atrocities.
The United States does not seek war.   We will not attempt to militarily engage the Russians unless they are foolish enough to bring harm to our Allies in Europe or elsewhere.  But let me be clear.   Along with all other freedom-loving nations, we will continue to resist this violation of international law in a most vigorous manner,  including every means available to cripple the economic forces allowing the Russians to perpetrate this unprovoked incursion into its neighbor.   We will support the brave citizens of Ukraine who have so valiantly resisted the onslaught of Russian military might.  Who can not watch the brave resistance of not only President Zelenskyy, but all Ukrainians, without tears as innocent citizens are slaughtered by the Russian war machine?  Tonight I pledge that America will not rest until every step short of armed conflict with the Russians is undertaken to end this madness.

The Russian leader has made an unveiled threat of unleashing the use of nuclear weapons in his pursuit of completing this aggression.  Every nation in the world must regard this as a serious threat to its existence.  A nuclear war will produce no winners, only widespread devastation of life on Earth, so total that it is unimaginable.  This cannot be allowed to occur and must be not happen.  I want to stress the seriousness of such this Russian threat.  Those few nations currently supporting Russia’s aggression will face the same extermination as the rest of the world.   Everyone’s life is at stake.  For the past 77 years, the world has lived in an age where nuclear weapons are a reality, but diplomacy, and restraint, have been able to preclude their use.  We must continue that path.  I call on Russia to renounce the use of nuclear weapons and to assure the world that their aim is not to extinguish life on Earth as we know it.
I ask each American to support me in this matter throughout this dangerous period.   We will continue to have major policy differences on other matters, just as Americans have done throughout our history.  But now is the time for a united front.  We cannot afford to ignore our responsibilities.
